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1. SAFETY

To prevent injury to others, keep personnel present away from the point of operation.

Often, an accident can be avoided by being alert and recognizing potentially dangerous situations before an
accident occurs.

If in doubt about the safe and correct method to perform any step of these procedures, do NOT do it. Seek
expert help from a qualified person.

Lifting a heavy object can cause serious or fatal injury. DO NOT exceed the maximum rated capacity of
lifting and positioning devices: Stay away from the area under a suspended load.
